Rules  and  Classes  for  American  Dorper  Sheep  Breeders'  Society
  Youth  Show

Show Rules
1. All exhibitors must be  a current Junior member of the  American Doper Sheep Breeders’

Society (ADSBS) and  in good standing.  The ADSBS recognizes a  Junior  member as a
member 21 years of age and younger  as of January 1.

2. Ownership of the  sheep  must be in the  Junior  member’s name  only. Partnerships, farms,
families, 4-H  Clubs or FFA chapters are not  permitted.

3. Original Registration Certificate must be  provided at  check-in to the event.  If not
provided the online profile on the ADSBS registry site may be used to verify proof of
ownership.

4. Standard interstate health paper issued within 30 days of the show is required for each
animal, and may be required by show management at check-in. All sheep are subject to
random vet checks. All sheep must be identified with a USDA scrapie ear tag.

5. There is no minimum age for exhibitors, but the youth exhibitor must  be physically
capable of controlling and showing their own sheep, except in cases of physical
disabilities.  Another youth exhibitor may assist as heeler to set hind legs.

6. Exhibitors must show their own entries unless the exhibitor has more than one animal in
the same class (or in group classes), or permission is given  by the show superintendent.
Substitute show persons must be eligible Junior members of ADSBS.

7. Sheep will be show flat-footed and are not to be braced.
8. Fitting:  All  sheep  must be properly washed and sheared.  The use of coloring agents to change skin,

hair, or hoof pigment is prohibited.  The use of adhesives and glues for purpose of fitting hair is 
prohibited. Addition of twine, hair, or any substance (such as to “build” legs) is prohibited.

9. Use of irritants including alcohols, sprays, and other irritants is prohibited.
10. Sheep may be shown with or without halters in all classes.
11. Showmanship will be open to all  Junior  exhibitors.  There is no entry fee for

Showmanship.
12. Youth Show sheep should arrive no later than  3  PM  Thursday,  July  21 to be checked in.

The  Youth  Show will begin  when the Open Show concludes on  Friday,  July  22. All sheep
must be removed from  Hyder-Burks Agricultural Center,  by 10 AM Sunday.

13. Show management reserves the right to change, combine or delete classes with
insufficient  entries

Breeding Sheep Premiums:  1st: $25, 2nd: $20, 3rd: $15, 4th: $10, 5th: $10, 6th: $10.

Showmanship  Classes
1. Only exhibitors entered in the Junior Show with sheep entries checked in and present at the show are

eligible to compete in  showmanship.
2. Showmanship classes will be divided by age as follows:

a. Junior Division-  exhibitors 11 years of age and younger on January 1st
b. Intermediate Division-  exhibitors 12 to 15 years of age on January 1st
c. Senior Division-  exhibitors 16 years of age and older on January 1st

3. Classes with a large number of participants may be divided into smaller preliminary classes.
4. Exhibitors must show  their own animal in showmanship. The animal must be entered in the Junior 

Show.

PURPOSE-  The goal is to showcase production Dorper and White Dorper females and their offspring, as
applicable to sheep production, along with instilling good record keeping skills, money handling skills 
and public speaking in youth. The goal is to involve more youth who may not have the means to own

Dorper sheep, having its roots in a commercial setting, is ideal to use for this type of project. Exhibitors 
must own the ewe and her lamb(s) and must be an ADSBS Junior Member in good standing.
RECORD BOOKS:  Record forms are to be kept on the ewe from breed date on documenting costs and 
include questions on feeding, etc.  Forms should be put in a folder or binder with a cover sheet with the
���Æ�Z�]���]�š�}�Œ�[�• name. Charts and photographs are encouraged, be creative! Record books will be judged by
a panel of individuals and scores averaged together. Exhibitor names will be hidden during judging.
INTERVIEWS: Each exhibitor will be interviewed by a panel of individuals and scored based on 
knowledge of project, neatness of book, business mindedness and the productivity of their project.
Topics and potential questions will relate to sheep husbandry, agriculture, their own animals, record 
books and any questions the judges would like to add at their discretion.
LIVE SHOW:  the ewe and her lamb(s) are shown loose. Judging will be based off of conformation,
soundness and overall production traits. Cull traits will still be looked for. The lambs may be ewes, rams
or wethers.

Point schedule
1st-7 points. 2nd-6 points. 3rd-5 points. 4th-4 points. 5th-3 points. 6th-2 points. All others-1 point.

Rules
1. The ewe and her lamb(s) must be owned by the youth and  must be Purebred or Fullblood 

registered Dorper or White Dorper.
2. Youth must be members in good standing with the ADSBS (2022 dues paid)
3. Entry Deadline: Mailed in entries must be postmarked by June 24, 2022. Online entries will be 

due June 30, 2022
4. Record books will be turned in at check in and judged.
5. Interviews will be Friday July 22, 2022 at 9:00 AM.
6. Ewes must be properly washed and sheared, but will be shown loose, individually. Lambs

7. Animals will be judged from a production standpoint but will also follow breed standard.
8. Lambs may be ewes, rams or wethers.
